Saturday March 15 Turn-In

Brian Clarry was spot on in his demonstration and instructions on
turning multi-sided weed pots. There were 13 TAW members in
attendance. We spent the first part of the morning learning how to
mark up the boxes. Protactors, compasses and rulers were dusted
off and our brains were put to work. Brian was very patient in
checking each of us out before we were allowed to go solo. There
were no mistakes just design changes. If a box was not marked up
just right it was over to the sander for a little fine tuning and then to
the lathe. Everyone was able to walk away from the session with
either a completed weed pot or one that needed just a little finishing
up at home. We appreciate Brian taking the time to help each of us
out. Instructions for turning the three sided weed pot are on page 6.

If you want to learn new skills, brush up on old skills or need some

help with sharpening a tool come on out to the TBCH on the third Saturday of each month. We meet from 8:00
am — 1:00 pm unless otherwise announced.

And don’t forget at the April Turn-In we will have guest demonstrators Ed Lewis and Eddie Graham. This
special demonstration will start at 8:30 am. Lets make a special effort to attend this demonstration and have a

large turnout to show our appreciation to these guys for coming up from Chattanooga to share their tools with
us.




Instructions - Three Sided Weed Pot
Material: A block of wood 2 % “ square by 6 2" long’

Marking the wood
Step 1 - Mark the center of each end of the wood. Measure 1 %" from the corner
along one edge and draw a line from one side of the wood to the other side going
through the center of the wood. Do this at each end.

Step 2 — Mark up top as follows:

Draw outer circle: 1” radius
Using the radius divide the circle by 6 arcs and draw a line from the center

of the circle to every other arc dividing the circle into 3. Start with the line
drawn in Step 1.
Draw inner circle: 3/8” radius
Mark drive point 1 where the inner circle cuts the line drawn in Step 1
above.

Step 3 - Mark Bottom as follows:
Draw outer circle: 1 1/4” radius.
Repeat marking the bottom as described above in Step 2.
Draw inner circle: 3/4” radius
Mark drive point 1 60 degrees or 1 arc around the circle. This will be the
twist.

Step 4 - Important: Mark drive points 2 and 3 at each end ensuring they follow the
same offset as drive points1.

Turning the three sides

Step 5 - Using the center points as marked in Step 1 above turn the wood to a cone
using the outer circles at each end as a guide. The top of the weed pot
should be at the tailstock end. Adjust the tool rest to be parallel with the
cone.

Step 6 - Put center point 1 on the bottom in the headstock drive and center point 1
on the top in the tailstock. Move the tool rest out so that it does not catch
the wood.

Raise the speed of the lathe until you are comfortable. Use a spindle gouge
to remove the wood using the circumference marks at each end as a guide.

Step 7 - Repeat with drives points 2 and 3.

Step 8 - Sand the three sides ensuring edges a crisp. This can be done by hand or
a disc sander.

Finishing the turning

Step 9 - Return the wood to the center points and turn a tenon on the larger end.
Place the tenon end in a chuck and using a 2" drill in the tailstock drill 2
hole in the top about 2 2" deep.

Step 10 - Place a scrap piece of wood in the chuck and turn a jam chuck %"
diameter and 2 4" long. Place the weed pot on the jam chuck and bring the
tailstock up to the tenon. Remove the tenon ensuring the bottom is slightly
concave.
